ASL Winter Leavers Programme

This course provides an opportunity for S4 school pupils, aged 15 -16 years, who have additional support needs and have become disengaged from the school system. This could be due to a variety of reasons - social, educational, emotional and/or environmental circumstances.

Entry requirements

· you must demonstrate a willingness to learn and be able to commit to a full time course

· you must be eligible to leave school in December 2014 and must be 16 years old or will turn 16 years old before the end of February 2015 

· please note that your application must be supported by a letter of permission from your school and your parent or guardian, plus a reference from your school

· applicants will be invited to an interview session in August prior to the course start date. 

Progression routes

· employment, training, Prince’s Trust Team and NC college courses. 

Course content

A key focus of this Programme is personal development and preparation for their next steps. This helps to strengthen a young person’s ability to plan for their future and become a successful contributor to society. 

Subject areas can include:

· ICT

· Expressive Arts 

· Sporting Activities 

· Work Experience 

· Environmental /Community Projects 

· Citizenship

· Core Skills.

The Programme will be delivered from August until June. 

The class times are 9.30 am – 12.15 pm and 1 pm - 3.45 pm. Short breaks are provided during the morning and afternoon sessions. The Programme includes visits to external venues/activities which facilitate learning. 

Learning takes place from Monday to Friday and comprises of a minimum of seven half day sessions. 

Additional sessions are occasionally added to accommodate work experience and support for learning where appropriate.

Entry requirements

Applications/referrals require the support of the young person’s school. This course is particularly suitable for students from an ASL background who may need to develop their confidence, motivation to re-engage with learning. Students should be able to participate in moderate physical activity.
